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Abstract

One of the controversial topics in the theory of emotions is the classification of emotions. There are
theree different views in this field. For example, a group believes that emotions are natural types and
aresearcher has already identified and classified them. From the perspective of the theory of emotions
in neurosociology, the emotion of resentment is equivalent to dissatisfaction. In this study, a schema
(conceptual model) derived from the octonionic sociocognitive relational model theory is proposed
for the emotion of resentment (dissatisfaction). The purpose of this study is to investigate the social
and cognitive processes effective in creating the emotion of resentment in the individual and the
society. From the point of view of the theory of emotions in Neurosociology, the emotion of
resentment is equivalent to dissatisfaction. First, we showed that according to the opinion of some
scientists such as Robert Plutchik, emotions can be classified. Based on this, we have three categories
of primary, secondary and tertiary emotions. Resentment is a tertiary emotion that is created from
primary emotional components (anger, disgust, and surprise) and secondary emotional components
(contempt, outrage, and shock). This study has been done by library and theoretical method. This
research is based on the octonionic sociocognitive relational model theory, which can be used to
explain and interpret the effective processes in creating each of the primary, secondary and tertiary
emotions. With the help of the model proposed in this article, events based on situations and social
relations can be evaluated cognitively and relationally and show what kind of emotional state it
provokes. In other words, each of the primary, secondary and tritiary emotions can be validated.
